Board of Health Minutes
March 10, 2008

The meeting opened at 6:00 P.M. with Ms. Day, Ms. Devanney, Ms. Meehan, Ms.
Perrault and Ms. Ryan present.

The minutes of the meeting of November 19, 2007 were approved as written.

Trash and Recycling Contract

The Board reviewed the tentative figures for the new five year contract with Allied Waste
Inc. and noted that they did not think the Town should be paying for new containers at a
cost of $150,000.00. The new containers are need to pickup up trash by automation
beginning the second year. They asked the Administrator to discuss it with Allied at
their next meeting.

The Board also voted unanimously not to support a tentative proposal by the Selectmen
to charge a fee to all residents to have their trash picked up. However, they would be
willing to discuss it with them at a Board of Health Meeting.

Lot at the Corner of Jacques and Chestnut Road — Dougq Stewart — Engineer

This is a vacant lot with lots of wetlands and a high water table. Local septic
regulations require a 100 foot distance from septic system to wetlands for new
construction. In this case the 100 foot distance cannot be met. They can possibly meet
55 feet however; the owners are proposing to use an Innovative Alternative System, such
as the Preshby System for a cleaner treatment. Another system that could be considered is
the FAST system using 2 tanks. They would give the system twice the treatment to make
up for the additional 45 feet still needed to meet the 100 foot distance.

The Board told Mr. Stewart that they have never granted the variance to wetlands except
when it comes to replacement systems for new homes. They voted unanimously voted
against the request to grant a variance for this lot.

Fire House Mall — Middlesex Road — Proposed Nail Salon

No one appeared for their scheduled appointment.

T.J. Maxx Plaza

Our engineer, Mr. Waterman asked the Board to give him permission to monitor the T. J.
Maxx Treatment Plant a little closer. Right now DEP monitors the results of the plant but
Mr. Waterman feels that we should also be following up on some of the deficiencies
there. The Board agreed.



Olive Garden

They are looking into trying to solve the problem of odors emitting from the manhole
covers located in front of the entrance of the restaurant.

Skate 111

The Board would like to see the results of testing of the effluent coming out of Skate IlI
Pizza located in the Skate 111 building. Their engineer agreed to inform the owner that it
was a requirement the Board put on when a new septic system was approved for
installation and a grease trap was not included in the plan in the summer of 2007.

Other Business:

The Board would like a letter sent to all non recyclers on Board of Health Letterhead.

Massage Therapist and Establishments will not longer be under the jurisdiction of the
local Boards of Health. The State will now license them.

The Board would like to do a presentation in the schools on Water Safety.
