Mr. Wendt questioned the possibilit
of this pipe freezing at a 4’ depth. Mr. Hannafeaid the pipe being used for this is designedrfisr t
purpose and would be insulated.

Mr. Wendt also questioned the distribution box'gighto handle the 2 systems and if there were
limitations on the weight on the driveway. Mr. Haford said the distribution box was designed fier t
2 systems and that the pipe will handle the driyelwad.
