Whispering Pines, 39 Lakeview Avenue. Revised plans have been re-submitted to
Holberg & Howe. It was requested by the applicant that the Conservation
Commission close the hearing. Jeff Kablik requested that the applicant go through
the H&H list (11/19/06). There were several stormwater-related items (#1-4) that the
applicant says have been addressed. JK spoke with Jeff rider today and it was
confirmed that the project is up to date. H&H will review the plans, now that they
have been re-submitted. Most of the items remaining are minor drafting problems.
HIJ suggested we put in an OOC that H&H finally sign-off before the permits are
issued. HJ requested plot plans. Mr. Cricones said the revised plans have the plot
plans/homes included. HJ requested that we put in the OOC that no more building
take place on this property. JK was advised by Jeff Rider that $6000 be put into bond
for replicated areas which would be planted by April 30", reported on by June 30™
shown stable by August 30"™. HJ commented that his concerns have been met with
the improved pipe width.
